LIFE LONG LEARNING

1. Lifelong learning is a concept that it is never too late for learning. The famous scientist Albert Einstein summed up this
idea when he said, "Learning is not a product of schooling, but a lifelong attempt to acquire it". Lifelong education
provides adults with learning opportunities at all ages and in various contexts: at work, at home and by means of leisure
activities, not only through formal channels such as schools, colleges and Universities. In recent years, participation in
adult education has increased in most European countries. In Britain, 44 % of people participated in adult education
programmes in 2004, compared with 40% in 2000.

2. As a form of teaching, lifelong education is carried out through distance learning or e-learning, continuing education,
home schooling or correspondence courses. It includes postgraduate programmes for those who want to bring their
skills up to date, improve their qualifications or re-train for a new line of work.

3. Nowadays, lifelong education has become especially important due to the acceleration in the progress of science and
technology. Though the length of primary, secondary and higher education has increased, knowledge and skills gained
at schools and universities are usually not sufficient for a professional career over 3 or 5 years.
