GREAT BRITAIN

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the official name of the state which
is situated in the British Isles, the largest of them are Great Britan and Ireland. “Great Britain” is often
the same as ‘“Britain” and refers to Scotland, England and Wales.
