The world’s population is about to reach a landmark of huge social and economic
importance, when the proportion of the global population over 65 outnumbers

children under 5 for the first time. A new report by the US census bureau shows
A , With enormous consequences for both rich and poor nations.

The rate of growth will shootup in the next couple of years. B a
combination of the high birth rates after the Second World War and more recent
Improvements in health that are bringing down death rates at older ages. Separate UN
forecasts predict that the global population will be more than nine billion by 2050.
