GREAT BRITAIN

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the official name of the state which is situated in the
British Isles, the largest of them are Great Britain and Ireland. “Great Britain” is often the same as “Britain” and refers to
Scotland, England and Wales. The “United Kingdom”, or the “UK” also includes Northern Ireland. Thus, the UK consists of
four countries which are England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and
Belfast.

The UK is an island state. The two main islands are Great Britain (where England, Scotland and Wales are situated)
and Ireland where Northern Ireland and the independent Irish Republic are located. The two islands are separated by the
Irish Sea.

The UK is separated from the continent by the English Channel and the Strait of Dover. Once the British Isles used to
be a part of the continent. The nearest point to Europe is the Strait of Dover.

Everyone who was born in Britain is British. People from England are English. People from Scotland, Wales or
Northern Ireland are not English. They are Scottish or Scots; Welsh and Irish.
