At the age of 6 or 7 Russian children go to school. During the first three or four years they get primary
education: they learn to read, write, count, draw. They also have lessons of music, physical training and
handicrafts. Unlike England or the USA, in Russia primary schools are not separated from secondary
schools. In fact, a typical Russian school is actually a secondary school with a primary education
department.

The course of secondary education is subdivided into two stages: the first stage might be called
intermediate, and the second one is complete.

The intermediate stage is compulsory and embraces forms from the 5th up to the 9th. During the
intermediate stage the pupils get basic knowledge in the Russian language and literature, a foreign
language, mathematics, physics, chemistry, history, geography, biology. They also have lessons of music,
art and handicrafts. A computer course is also included in the curriculum.

On completing the intermediate course of studies, at the age of 14 or 15, the pupils may either go
to vocational or technical schools, which give a professional training, or stay on at the secondary school
for another two years. The curriculum of the last two years offers a wide range of subjects, so that
teenagers can choose a course of studies, according to their individual inclinations and abilities.

TV and Radio
With the spread of radio the British were quick to agree on certain principles. Unlike the press it
should not be financed through commercial advertising and the radio programmes should be free from the
state control.
One of the most powerful broadcasting corporation is British Broadcasting Corporation -
BBC.The BBC I was set up and given the monopoly of radio broadcasting and financed by compulsory
annual payments. The Minister in charge of Post and Communications appoints the BBC's Board of
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Governments. On sound BBC runs four programmes: radio 1, radio 2, radio 3 and radio 4.

As for TV they have four channels: BBC 1, BBC 2, Channel 4 and the ITV (Independent TV).
Thereare many local channels, locally run BBC channels such as "Radio Bristol". And of course there are
many commercial sound broadcasting stations and TV channels. Advertising appears for one or two
minutes at a quarter hour intervals either between programmes or in the so called natural breaks.

During the
intermediate stage the pupils get basic knowledge in the Russian language and literature, a foreign
language, mathematics, physics, chemistry, history, geography, biology. They also have lessons of music,
art and handicrafts. A computer course is also included in the curriculum.

On completing the intermediate course of studies, at the age of 14 or 15, the pupils may either go
to vocational or technical schools, which give a professional training, or stay on at the secondary school
for another two years. The curriculum of the last two years offers a wide range of subjects, so that
teenagers can choose a course of studies, according to their individual inclinations and abilities.

NASA and hurricanes.

Hurricanes are large, swirling storms. They produce winds of 119 kilometers per hour (74 mph) or
higher. Winds from a hurricane can damage buildings and trees.

Hurricanes form over warm ocean waters. Sometimes they strike land. When a hurricane reaches
land, it pushes a wall of ocean water ashore. This wall of water is called a storm surge (I TOpMOBO#i BaI).
Heavy rain and storm surge from a hurricane can cause flooding.

Weather forecasters can predict a path of a hurricane. They also predict how strong it will get.
This information helps people to get ready for the storm. There are five types, or categories, of
hurricanes.The parts of a hurricane are an eye, an eye wall and rain bands. Rain bands can stretch for
hundreds of miles. They contain thunderstorms and sometimes tornadoes.

NASA scientists use data from satellites and other sources to learn more about hurricanes. The
data helps them understand how hurricanes form and get stronger. NASA also flies airplanes into and
above hurricanes. The instruments onboard gather details about the storm. Some parts of a hurricane are
too dangerous for people to fly into. To study these parts, NASA uses airplanes that operate without
people.

1. The St. Petersburg-Moscow mainline is considered to be 2)and the most outstanding railway in
Russia. In the thirties of the 19th century much was spoken about the necessity of its construction and
various projects were proposed by Pravdin, Safonov, Muravjov, Abaza, but all of them were rejected. In
June 1839, the professors of the Moscow Engineering Institute P.P. Melnikov and N.O. Kraft 3) to the
USA for the purpose of studying experience gained by the Americans in constructing and operating the

railways. Melnikov’s report about the results of their trip laid down the basis of the future railway project.

2. The construction began in 1843 and lasted 8 years. The builders faced many hardships because
of severe climatic and difficult geological conditions. Hundreds of kilometers of track were laid down
through forests and marshes, many rivers were crossed. 185 bridges and 19 viaducts were built to make
the line 4) as possible. All the component parts of the track, bridges and viaducts were produced at
Russian plants S)using only domestic materials, including timber for sleepers and cast iron for rails. The
workers worked from dawn till sunset, often in water up to their knees and their main tools were spades
and axes.

3. Melnikov proposed to mechanize the railway construction, but his idea was not backed up
because it required 6)expenses. Nevertheless, four excavators were bought in the USA on Melnikov’s
recommendation. It is interesting to note that at that time there were only seven excavators in the world.
The other three ones were operated in the USA and Great Britain.

4. The St. Petersburg-Moscow railway was officially opened for public traffic on November 1,
1851. The first train departed from St. Petersburg at 11.15 and arrived in Moscow 21 hours 45 minutes
later. There were 17 passengers in the first-class cars, 63 were in the second-class cars and 112 were in
the third-class cars. The speed of the first trains was 40 km/h but two years later it was increased up to 60

km/h. It was the world's record in the speed of passenger trains.
