TASHKENT LOCOMOTIVE DEPOT

This depot employs more than 2,000 people, about ten percent of whom are women employed as engineers, technicians,
medical and office staff.

At the depot, diesel locomotives and diesel trains are serviced after 500-550 km of running and receive routine
examinations every ten days, minor maintenance: every three months and major maintenance = after 100,000- 110,000 km.
Servicing, routine inspection and minor maintenance work goes on around the clock,: while the major maintenance and
reconditioning shops: work two shifts a day.

The depot was formerly used for servicing and maintaining steam locomotives and consists of several workshops
providing facilities for servicing and maintenance. The facilities include a general machine too shop, bogie overhaul, parts
cleaning systems, air brake equipment overhaul, diesel fuel injection equipment overhaul, speed recorder and relay laboratory,
parts reclamation shop, and a chemical laboratory with spectroscope for checking engine lubricating oil.



The parts reclamation shop has equipment for restoring the tin layer on pistons by gas metallization spraying, vibratory
arc welding for building up worn steel components such as brake pins and cardan shaft crosses.

During the vibratory arc welding process the work piece is rotated slowly in the chuck or centres of a modified centre
lathe driven by an electric motor through an automotive gearbox for slow speed rotation of the work piece. Welded metal is
added by submerged arc welding with the electrode wire oscillated over a wide arc during depositing. This is evidently done to
minimize heating of the stock metal to avoid con-lamination of the weld deposit, thus enabling a more wear resistant surface to
be obtained at locations where wear occurs.

Russian Railways
It is impossible to imagine Russia without railways. Geographical historic and economic conditions have made railways
the symbol of Russia. The railway network stretches along eight time zones from west to east, and from polar regions to the
subtropical area from north to south. The total length of railways is 87,500 kilometers. The vast country cannot exist| without
reliable and potent transportation routes.

Natural peculiarities have predetermined the need for transporting large amounts of freight for long distances. Russia's major
fuel and raw material bases are located in eastern areas, while the processing industry is found mainly in the country's
European part, which is more suitable for living.

Annually 200 million people and one billion tons of cargoes are carried along Russia's railways to distances often reaching
10,000 kilometers. In addition, some two billion people use commuter trains. The railway transport accounts for 76, 7 percent
of the cargo and nearly half of the passengers carried in the country.

Powerful railways and infrastructure have been created. A substantial share of railways has been electrified. Russia has
been the world's leader in the length of such railways. Electric locomotives spend 33 percent less fuel than diesel engines. This
allows for saving roughly 2 million tons of diesel fuel each year In addition, electric locomotives are considerably less
hazardous (40 times) for the environment.

The Trans - Siberian railway (Transsib) has won world acclaim. It has been ensuring transit between Europe and the Asia-
Pacific region for over a century. Exclusively electricity-driven trains run from Moscow to Khabarovsk covering the distance
of 8,600 kilometers. Transsib is currently capable of carrying up to 100 million tons of cargo per year. The railway guarantees
delivery of containers and motor cars in 12 to 13 days.

Every day 2.200 passenger long-distance trains and 9.000 commuter trains roll across Russia. As many as 22,000 cashiers
sell tickets. Over 2 million people of all sorts of professions are engaged in railway enterprises and services. All that vast
conveyor has been working in a unified regime strictly observing rules.

The decision to form the Ministry of Railways, an agency coordinating the activities of a vast network from a single center,
was made as early as in 1865.The agency has been operating for over 130 years outliving wars, revolutions and reforms.
Lengthy experience has proved that the railway system is extremely stable and viable.

Nowadays the Federal Agency of Railway Transport is focusing on realistic projects which create conditions for scientific
and technological progress, for evolutionary development of railway sectors. Russia's railways have been developing
marketing services and improving service systems. Railways provide a vast area for activities of private investors and
industrial companies.

There is no other Railway that crosses practically 2 continents of the world. By the way, 20 per cent of The Trans-Siberian is
in Europe and 80 per cent is in Asia.

There are some special excursion tours along The Trans-Siberian Railway. They are very popular among foreigners. They
suit those who are interested in going through all the country. You can see how rich and diverse nature and geography of
Russia. This is a very exciting and unusual tour.

Those who’ll decide to go through The Trans-Siberian Railway will have visited 87 Russian cities and towns. There will be
some special railway stations on your way.

The Development of Railways in Great Britain
The first trains in Great Britain were freight trains. They used steam traction and moved with a speed of 4-6 m.p.h. As for
passenger transportation, it was rather rapid but very costly.

The first great achievement in the development of railway communication in Great Britain was the Government Act of
1821 for the construction of the railway between Stockton and Darlington. It was the first line to use locomotive engines. The
engineer of this historic railway was George Stephenson.

The Stockton-Darlington Railway was a single line with 3 branches and had a length of 38 miles. Its wrought-iron rails
weight 28 Ib. per yd.

The line was opened in 1825 by a train of 34 vehicles, weighing 90 tons, drawn by 1 engine driven by G. Stephenson
himself. The train moved at a rate of 10-12 m.p.h., and reached a speed of 15 m.p.h. on the favorable part of the line.

The principal business of the new railway was the transportation of minerals, goods and other loads. But in November
1825 the Company began to run a daily coach, called the “Experiment”, to carry about 25 passengers. The “Experiment” made
a Journey from Stockton to Darlington and back in 2 hours. The fare was 1 pound and each passenger was allowed to take 14
Ib. of luggage.

A “revolution” in railway construction really took place in 1830, when the Liverpool-Manchester Railway was opened.
But the year 1830 is famous in the history of railways not only for the construction of the Liverpool-Manchester line but for
the invention of the first high-speed locomotive. George Stephenson’s engine, the “Rocket”, was made under competition for
the Liverpool-Manchester Railway and it won the first prize for the lightness, power and speed. An average speed of the
“Rocket” was 14 m.p.h., its greatest velocity being 29 m.p.h.

By 1838, a new line between the capital of Great Britain London and an industrial city of Birmingham had been
constructed. The first train traveled the whole distance — 112, 25 miles — at an average speed of 20 m.p.h.

In the course of the following 5 years the foundations were laid for the main trunk lines of the British Railway System of
the 19" century.
